The Three Branches of Government
In many democratic countries, the principle of separation of powers divides state authority
into three branches. This system prevents the concentration of too much power in one place.

The legislative branch (e.g., Parliament, Congress) is responsible for making laws. Its
members are usually elected by the people. They discuss and vote on bills. If a bill is passed,
it becomes a law.

The executive branch (the Government, led by the President or Prime Minister) is in
charge of enforcing laws. It includes various ministries that manage areas like defense,
education, and foreign affairs. This branch implements policies and runs the day-to-day
business of the state.

The judicial branch (the system of Courts) interprets the laws. Judges decide if laws
have been broken and resolve legal disputes.

Secondary vocational education (SVE) is an important part of the Russian education system.
It provides training for skilled workers and mid-level professionals. Students can enroll in
SVE institutions, such as tekhnikums (technical schools) and kolledzhy (colleges), after
completing either 9 or 11 years of general school.

Programmes typically last from two to four years. The curriculum includes both
theoretical subjects and extensive practical training. Many colleges have partnerships with
local industries, which helps students gain real work experience. Upon successful
completion, graduates receive a diploma that confirms their professional qualification. This
qualification allows them to start working immediately or to continue their studies at a
higher level, often at a university.

The scientific method is used to investigate natural phenomena. First, a question is
asked based on an observation. Then, a possible answer, called a hypothesis, is proposed.
To test this hypothesis, a carefully designed experimentis conducted. During the
experiment, data is collected and recorded.
